themselves for the Medical Professions.

The following data has been set up to show a spreadsheet of the average
scores per each written test.

- The "mean" is the "average" score, where all the numbers are
added and then divide by the number of numbers.

- The "median" is the "middle" value in the list of numbers. To find
the median, the numbers are listed in numerical order, so the list
may have to be rewritten first.

- The "mode" is the value that occurs most often. If no number is
repeated, then there is no mode for the list.

There is a brief description of the test plan areas that were determined to
be below 30%. These test plans were followed by the guidelines set up by
National HOSA . The graph represents the number of students and the
percentile range for the total number tested.
