Cal-HOSA “Shakin’ Up Healthcare”
Pin Design Contest

Each year creative California HOSA (Cal-HOSA) members are encouraged to submit designs for the Cal-HOSA “pin of the year”. The design is used for Cal-HOSA lapel pins, t-shirts, and State Leadership Conference (SLC) program. The winning pin designer is recognized at the SLC and receives $25.00 and 20 free lapel pins. 

The following criteria are used to encourage Cal-HOSA members to submit a design.

Pin Design Contest Criteria

1. DESIGNS MUST BE SUBMITTED TO Cal-HOSA HEADQUARTERS BY NOVEMBER 30, 2010!

2. All active dues paying Cal-HOSA member may enter the contest. (Dues must be paid to National HOSA by the deadline). A chapter may submit a design as well.

3. The design must be related to Cal-HOSA. It must include the Cal-HOSA name, the current year and capture the meaning of HOSA and the uniqueness of California. It should center on the theme Cal-HOSA “Shakin’ Up Healthcare”
4. Designs should be simple as they will be reduced to ¾” to 1”. (simple, clear design transfers best).  

5. Cal-HOSA retains the right to modify/enhance the design.

6. The prototype design must be submitted on at least an 8” x 8” but no larger than 12” x 12” poster board, cardstock, or paper.

7. Each design must include the member’s name, address, telephone number, e-mail address, and the name of the member/chapter on the back of the design before submitting.  

8. A maximum of 2-3 colors (in addition to white) may be used.

9. The Cal-HOSA Executive Council will select the winning design.

10. The winning design will be the official Cal-HOSA lapel pin for 2010/11 and used on various Cal-HOSA publications as appropriate.

Theme Contest

Each year creative California HOSA (Cal-HOSA) members submit themes that capture the excitement, energy, and education enhancement that HOSA brings to health science/careers students. The Cal-HOSA state officers select the top themes which are subsequently submitted to the official California voting delegates at the State Leadership Conference (SLC) for final selection at the state level. The winning theme is submitted to National Leadership Conference (NLC) and is part of the national voting process in becoming the official HOSA National theme for the next year 

Use the following criteria to encourage Cal-HOSA members to submit a HOSA theme.

Theme Contest Criteria

1. THEMES MUST BE SUBMITTED TO Cal-HOSA HEADQUARTERS BY NOVEMBER 30, 2010!

2. Any active dues paying Cal-HOSA member may enter the contest. (Dues must be paid to National HOSA by the deadline). A chapter may submit a theme as well.

3. The theme should integrate the HOSA name and kept simple, catchy, and brief.

4. Plagiarism is not allowed! Only original theme ideas will be considered (example “Got HOSA?” would not be considered).  

5. Themes must be submitted on paper that is no smaller than a half sheet but no larger than 1 sheet of paper (81/2 x 11). Handwritten is acceptable. ONLY ONE THEME PER SHEET.

6. Include the member’s name, address, telephone number, e-mail address, and the name of the member/chapter submitting the theme.    

7. The Cal-HOSA Executive Council will select the top themes for Cal-HOSA chapter voting delegates to consider.

8. The chapter’s official voting delegates will select the winning theme at the 2011 SLC Business Meeting.

9. The winning theme creator will receive $25.00 and will be recognized at the SLC Awards Session. The winning theme is submitted as California’s entry to the National Leadership Conference (NLC).
